By Doug Till 

In what call only be described as 

a desperate attempt to convince 

themselves that they are still 

relevant in the post-civil rights 

era, the NAACP recently 

adopted a resolution condemn-

ing "racist elements" in the Tea 

Party movement.   

"We take no issue with the Tea 

Party movement. We believe in 

freedom of as-

sembly and peo-

ple raising their 

voices in a de-

mocracy," the 

NAACP Presi-

dent Benjamin 

Todd Jealous 

said in a written 

statement an-

nouncing the 

u n a n i m o u s 

vote. "What we take issue with 

is the Tea Party's continued tol-

erance for bigotry and bigoted 

statements. 

ñThe time has come for them to 

accept the responsibility that 

comes with influence and make 

clear there is no place for ra-

cism and anti-Semitism, homo-

phobia and other forms of big-

otry in their movement." 

NAACP leaders referenced an 

incident in March when Tea 

Party protesters allegedly hurled 

racial epithets at black lawmak-

ers on Capitol Hill ahead of a 

health care vote. But Tea Party 

members have challenged 

claims that their activists ac-

costed black lawmakers in 

March and no visual evidence 

has been produced depicting a 

racist attack. Dallas Tea Party 

founder Phillip Dennis said 

"there was no proof" of racist 

behavior at the event and that 

the movement welcomes minor-

ity members. 

"We don't care about the pig-

ment of one's skin," he said. 

Dennis accused the NAACP of 

playing the "race card" and 

cal led the organizat ion 

"irrelevant." 

Tea Party groups across the 

country are 

showing dis-

dain for the 

resolution by 

pointing to the 

numerous ex-

amples of big-

otry and ra-

cism within 

the NAACP 

itself, and its 

apparent con-

doning of racist organizations 

like those headed by Minister 

Louis Farrakhan and the New 

Black Panthers.  The St. Louis 

Tea Party has drafted a resolu-

tion of its own condemning the 

civil rights group for reducing 

itself to a "bigoted" and 

"partisan attack dog organiza-

tion."  

Our mis-

sion is to restore our nation to 

the representative republic envi-

sioned by our founders é ñOne 

nation, under God, with liberty 

and justice for allò.  

We are not the White or Black 

Tea Party Patriots, all people are 

welcome and respected within 

our group.
